• 95% of our pupils passed the phonics screen in Year 1 (national average 82%)

• Good levels of development for EYFS (rise on results and above national) 

• Key Stage 1 results for reading, writing and maths combined above national 

average since 2015

• In 2018, Key Stage 2 made greater progress with 15% achieving greater 

depth in reading, writing and maths combined (national average 10%)

• Key Stage 2 results at the expected standard are also above national for 

reading and writing and combined is aligned with national 

• Our children’s average scores are equal to national in all subjects
