chronology the arrangement of events or dates in the 

order of their occurrence.

democracy a system of government by the whole 

population or all the eligible members of a 

state, typically through elected 

representatives.

dictatorship a country governed by a dictator

era a long and distinct period of history.

law the system of rules which a particular 

country or community recognizes as 

regulating the actions of its members and 

which it may enforce by the imposition of 

penalties.

monarch a form of government with a monarch at 

the head.

offence a breach of a law or rule; an illegal act.

republic a state in which supreme power is held by 

the people and their elected 

representatives, and which has an 

elected or nominated president rather 

than a monarch.

revolution a forcible overthrow of a government or 

social order, in favour of a new system.

treason the crime of betraying one's country, 

especially by attempting to kill or 

overthrow the sovereign or government.
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
