Continuing our discussion around our Healthy School Award. Below are some top tips for feeling good about

yourself -
1. Have breakfast before coming to school and make sure you eat enough of the right

things fo ensure that you have enough energy to do all the things that you need fo. Not
enough lunch in a packed lunch box can affect the way our children learn. Help them
to be their best selves and make sure that they have enough of the right things for
lunch
2. Talk to someone - if you feel upset or stressed, it might be helpful o talk o someone
you know and trust
Do something you enjoy — Make a list of things you enjoy and try to do something you enjoy every day
4. Chill out and relax — Try relaxing with exercise or reading a book. If you feel
stressed, fry slow deep breathing. Take a slow deep breath, hold for 5 seconds A '}
and release slowly. Repeat 2 or 3 times.
5. Keeping your cool - when we feel angry changes happen in our bodies and we
can behave differently without thinking. One way to stop yourself from acting
without thinking is to imagine a set of traffic lights
1 Red - Stop - If you feel yourself getting angry, imagine the red light telling you to stop
